Editors’ Note. A Happy Jubilee to Aaron Dolgopolsky

The editors of Journal of Language Relationship would like to use this opportunity to congratulate Aaron B. Dol-
gopolsky (b. November 18, 1930), one of the leading figures in long-range comparison and comparative linguistics
as a whole, with an important jubilee date.

A. Dolgopolsky is generally known as one of the forefathers of the Nostratic theory — deep genetic relationship
between Afro-Asiatic, Kartvelian, Indo-European, Uralic, Altaic, and Dravidian languages — of which he was one
of the early pioneers along with the late V. M. Illich-Svitych and V. A. Dybo; more than fifty years of his continuous
research in this field have recently culminated in the online publication of the voluminous Nostratic Dictionary
(University of Cambridge, 2008, preliminary publication) that contains more than 2,800 etymologies, a veritable
treasure grove of comparative data on early prehistoric relationships between the major language families of Eura-
sia. However, A. Prof. Dolgopolsky’ research has also been equally valuable in more narrow areas of comparative
linguistics, such as Indo-European, Cushitic, and Semitic studies; his monograph on the historical phonology of
Hebrew in the general context of its Semitic and Afro-Asiatic origins (From Proto-Semitic to Hebrew, 1999) has been
widely recognized as one of the most insightful works on this issue.

In achieving all of these results, Prof. Dolgopolsky has had to overcome numerous obstacles — skepticism and
rejection by the “official science” while in the Soviet Union; forced emigration; in recent years, serious health
problems — but we are happy to know that, despite all this, he is still going strong and continuing work on a fur-
ther improved version of the Nostratic Dictionary. On behalf of all the editors, advisory board, and (we dare to
hope) most readers of JLR, we wish him all the best and hope that his immense erudition, expertise, and talent will
continue to guide us all for years to come.

We are happy to enclose the biography of A. Dolgopolsky and to list his major papers in Russian below.
